CONSERVATION TREATMENT:  RMS # 1


Prescribed grazing system and the physical practices necessary to implement the range management components will be installed on rangeland.  Riparian area and wildlife use areas are addressed within the grazing prescription.

RESOURCE PROBLEMS:  The riparian zone along Heater Creek is Moderately degraded.  The stream channel is down-cut.  Streambank erosion occurs along portions of the channel.  Other concerns include sedimentation, water quality, wildlife habitat and economic considerations.�

+ Reduce sheet & rill erosion by 2 Tons/Ac/Yr.





+ Reduce streambank erosion by 20 Tons/Ac/Yr.





+ Increase water infiltration rates.





+ Decrease water temperature.





+ Increase forage production.
